General Psychology

Body Chart Activity

Working in groups of three, you will create a life-sized diagram similar to the ones on pages 156, 161, and 172 of your Understanding Psychology textbook.  Create a color-coded key to represent each of the elements of your diagram.  Your key should be annotated and include the “job” of the element as well as how it performs that “job”.  Below is a list of the elements you will include in your chart.

Procedure:

1. Collect a group of 3

2. One person lays on the white paper and the group members trace their body profile.

3. All three group members discuss how to assemble the information listed above on one “body chart”.  Because you will be diagramming the brain- be sure your “head” is a well-defined SIDE view with space to draw, diagram, and explain the parts of  a brain.

4. Create a rough draft “key” with color-coding so you don’t overlap similar colors for elements that are next to or on top of one another.

5. Discuss what (if any) elements will require an “enlarged view box” to be created out of the body profile, but still on the chart.

6. The group begins working!!

7. Your end product will look like one model with the three different “systems” diagramed on it.  In addition, it will have a web of “captions” that explain the function and purpose of each element along the outside of the model.
